Staying Safe
The Important Thing About Staying Safe
By Ruth Kriteman

The most important thing about staying safe is to be aware and have a plan.

To be aware, you must observe your surroundings and be aware of hazards.  Look to see who is around you.  Maybe there are people nearby who you do not know well.  Your big sister may be talking on her cell phone while she is driving you to school.

What about things around you?  There may be many wires on the floor where you walk.  Maybe there is a pot of water boiling on the stove or a candle burning in the living room.

Once you are aware of hazards close by you can develop a plan to stay safe.  Who can you call if you need help? What tools are important to use to avoid getting hurt?

But, the most important thing about staying safe is to be aware and have a plan.

Fire safety is important inside and outside.

Inside our homes we use fire to cook, to heat and to light up our room.

Outside we might make hamburgers on the grill or make a campfire to cook marshmallows.  

But, if we are not careful, the fire can be a hazard.  It can burn us or destroy things that are close by!

It’s a good plan to: 

· stay away from the fire, 

· cook only when an adult can help you, 

· have a fire extinguisher or water hose nearby, and

· know how to dial 911 on the phone!

But, the most important thing about staying safe is to be aware and have a plan.

The most important thing about staying safe is to be aware and have a plan.

Bikes and skateboards are fun! You can get to your friend’s house faster than if you walk and you can do tricks that look cool!

But, if we are not careful speed and tricks can be a hazard.  We can fall or have an accident. 

It’s a good plan to: 

· wear a helmet and knee and elbow pads,

· check your equipment – are the tires full of air, are the wheels on tight?,

· wear bright clothing so people can see you, and 

· keep your eyes open so that you can see people and things in your path.

But, the most important thing about staying safe is to be aware and have a plan.

Cars and trucks are vehicles that help us get from one place to another. 

But, if we are not careful vehicles can be a hazard! They are big and heavy and the driver must focus on driving safely and following the laws.  Accidents happen when the driver is distracted and not paying attention to the road.

It’s a good plan to 

· always use a seat belt or a booster seat,

· remind drivers not to talk or text on a cell phone

· follow the speed limit and other laws,

· never play behind a car, and

· never play in the trunk of the car.

But, the most important thing about staying safe is to be aware and have a plan.

A stranger can be someone you don’t know at all, or someone you know just a little.  Since you don’t know them, you don’t know if they have good or bad intentions.  Are they friendly and helpful, or mean and dangerous? It’s hard to know!

But, if we are not careful a dangerous stranger can hurt us or take us away from our family.

It’s a good plan to:

· never get close or talk to strangers,

· never accept anything from someone you don’t know,

· never tell a stranger your name or your address, and

· run away from strangers who are trying to hurt you.

Electricity powers many important tools in our lives.  Light bulbs and televisions, microwaves and game systems, computers and washing machines all use electricity to run. 

But, if we’re not careful we can get a shock or a spark can light on fire and burn people and things.

It’s a good plan to:

· keep wires neat and tucked away

· cover unused outlets, especially when small children are around, and

· never pull on the cord to unplug a machine.

Bicycle and Skateboard Safety

Hazards

Riding a bicycle or a skateboard is fun! You can ride with friends in front of your house or even go to a skateboard park to practice.   You can go fast and do tricks.  High speed and cool moves can cause problems, too! Accidents happen when bike riders and skateboarders lose control.  Sometimes the skateboarder falls, scrapes their knees and hits their head.  Bikes can crash and cause serious injuries.  Car drivers sometimes don’t see bikes and hit them.



Resources
There are many resources that bike riders and skateboarders can use to be safe.  Laws tell car drivers to look out for bike riders and give them room.  There are rules that say that bike riders and skateboarders must wear helmets and kneepads to protect their heads and bodies in case they fall.  It is also a very good idea to inspect your skateboard to make sure the wheels are on tight. Bike tires should be filled with air and the seat adjusted so that the riders’ legs can easily reach the pedals.


Safety Plans

When you follow the laws and rules for bike riding and skateboarding you protect your body from harm. A helmet protects your head if you fall. Knee and elbow pads protect your skin from scrapes and cuts. Before you get on your bike, check the tires to make sure that they are filled with air. Get on your bike and make sure your feet reach the pedals.  If they do not, adjust the seat so that they do. Check the wheels on your skateboard and make sure they are on tight and turn easily.  Most importantly, while you are riding, be aware of people and cars that are nearby, slow down and be safe!

Expert Group 2

Vehicle Safety

Hazards

Cars, trucks and vans get us where we need to go.  Many other vehicles are travelling at the same time.  Speeding is an important hazard.  When a vehicle is travelling too fast it is difficult to stop it quickly or swerve to avoid hitting someone or something.  All vehicles need a driver to operate them safely.  When drivers are distracted they are slow to notice changes in the road and people or things in the way.  Being drunk, texting and talking on the phone are all distractions. An unknown hazard is the lock on the trunk of the car.  Some children like to play in the trunk of a car, but the trunk can close and lock. That traps the child inside where it is hard to breathe.


Resources 
Driving rules and laws are the most important resources for vehicle safety.  It is against the law to drive if you have been drinking or to text on the phone while you drive.  Signs that remind drivers of the speed limit let drivers know how fast or slow to travel the road safely.  Seat belts and booster or car seats keep passengers from being hurt when the vehicle stops suddenly.  Mirrors and windows allow the driver to see the other cars on the road and people crossing the street.  Even still, a driver cannot always see behind the car!



Safety Plans

It is very important to follow the law.  Wear a seat belt even if you are going a short distance.  Remind the driver to follow the speed limit and focus on the road. It is never okay to text and drive. The cell phone should be off.  Never get in the car with a driver that has been drinking.  Don’t play behind a parked car and never play in the trunk of a car.

Stranger Safety

Hazard

Strangers are people who you don’t know very well or don’t know at all.  Since you don’t know them, you don’t know if they are friendly and nice, or mean and dangerous!  Mean and dangerous strangers often pretend to be nice.  They offer children candy or tell them stories that will convince children to go with them.  The hazard is that if a child gets close to this stranger, they can be taken away.



Resources

Your best resource is you! Use your brain to remember that mean strangers tell you lies so that you will get close to them.  Don’t believe them and stay away! Use your legs to run away from strangers who try to touch or grab you.  Use your voice and yell LOUDLY so that people nearby can help you get away.  Call 911 as soon as you are safe and tell the police.



Safety Plan

The best safety plan for stranger danger is to stay away from people you don’t know.  Don’t get close to a stranger’s car.  Don’t talk to strangers and never accept a present from someone you don’t know – even if they offer to give you candy or they ask you to help them find their puppy. Never tell a stranger your name or your address. And, call 911 and let the police know that a stranger was bothering you.

Expert Group 4
Electrical Safety

Hazards

Many important appliances run on electricity.  At home we use microwaves, vacuum cleaners and gaming systems like the PS3.  At school, electricity powers our computers, SmartBoards and even some pencil sharpeners.  This means that cords are often jumbled together on the floor.  People can trip over them.  Wall outlets have many machines plugged into them.  Machines, cords and outlets can be hazards.  Cords and wires can spark. Touching machines and outlets can shock you.  Machines and appliances can crack and break, exposing inside wires.


Resources
It is important to check wires, plugs and outlets to make sure there are no cracks.  The rubber around wires and cords and the plastic on plugs protect your hand from shocks and sparks. Outlet covers prevent small children from sticking things inside the outlet.  Special ties keep wires and cords neat.  Electrical workers are specially trained in safely fixing electrical things.  



Safety Plans
If you find machines, cords or plugs that are cracked or broken, replace them!  Cover outlets with special covers to protect small children. Keep wires and cords neat and move them close to the wall so that people walking by won’t trip on them.  Always turn machines and appliances off with a switch.  Never pull on a cord to unplug the machine.  Always use the plastic plug and pull gently!
